1. Sentence Structure and Misused Words

A correct sentence must include a subject and a verb. Using
the wrong structure or placing words incorrectly can change
the meaning entirely.

Examples of Correct Sentences:

. In spite of everything that happened, he enjoyed his
holiday.
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. The teenagers arrived home late, so they knew their
parents would be cross with them.

Correct Placement of Adverbs and Adjectives:

. She accepted his offer to go out for dinner. (Accepted
means to agree, while excepted means excluded.)

. She needed a breath of fresh air as the room was so
hot. (Breath refers to inhaled air, while breathe means
the act of inhaling or exhaling.)

2. Apostrophes

Apostrophes indicate possession or contractions. Misplacing
them can change the meaning of your sentence.

Rules for Apostrophes:
1.Singular Possession:
o The child’s coat (One coat belonging to one child).
2.Plural Possession:

o The children’s coats (Coats belonging to multiple
children).

3. Contractions:
o It’s not my favorite film (It’s means it is).
Examples:
. A hard day’s work (A day of hard work).

. Annabel and James’s dog (The dog belongs to both
Annabel and James).
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3. They’'re, Their, and There

These homophones sound the same but have different
meanings:

1.They’re (They are):

o They’re late, so they’ll miss the train.
2.Their (Possession):

o Their coats are hanging in the cupboard.
3.There (Position or place):

- The remote is there on the chair.

4. Affect vs. Effect

These two words are often confused but have distinct
meanings:

1. Affect (Verb - to influence):
o The weather will affect our plans.
2. Effect (Noun - the result of an action):

o The tsunami had a devastating effect on the
region.

5. Me, Myself, and I
These pronouns are used in different contexts:
1.Me (Object):
o He smiled at me.
2.Myself (Reflexive):
o Idid it myself.
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3.I (Subject):

- My wife and I went to dinner.

6. Who, Whom, Whose, and Who's

1. Who (Subject of a question):

- Who is coming to the party?
2.Whom (Object):

- Whom did you invite?
3.Whose (Possession):

o Whose book is this?
4. Who's (Who is):

- Who’'s leading the meeting?

7. Subject-Verb Agreement

The verb must agree with the subject, even if other words
separate them.

Examples:
. Incorrect: The list of items are on the desk.

. Correct: The list of items is on the desk.

8. The Difference Between Few, A Few, Little, and A
Little

1. Few (negative):
- Few people came to the meeting (almost none).

2.A Few (positive):
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- A few people came to the meeting (a small number
but enough).

3. Little (negative):
o There is little water left (almost none).
4. A Little (positive):

o There is a little water left (some, but not much).

9. Prepositions: Since vs. For
Understanding time-related prepositions:
1.Since (Specific point in time):
o I have lived here since 2010.
2.For (Duration):

- I have lived here for 10 years.

10. Common Preposition Errors

Prepositions can drastically alter sentence meaning if
misused.

Examples:
. Incorrect: He married with her in June.
. Correct: He married her in June.
. Incorrect: We discussed about the problem.

. Correct: We discussed the problem.

11. Double Negatives
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Using two negatives in one sentence can make it
grammatically incorrect.

Examples:
. Incorrect: I don’t need no help.

. Correct: I don’t need any help.

12. Articles (A, An, The)
Choosing the correct article is essential for accuracy.
Examples:

. Incorrect: She is teacher.

. Correct: She is a teacher.

. Incorrect: I have an unique idea.

. Correct: I have a unique idea. (Unigque begins with a
consonant sound.)

13. Plurals
Regular and irregular plural forms can confuse learners.
Regular Examples:
. Car — Cars
. Church — Churches
Irregular Examples:
. Mouse — Mice
. Child — Children

. Knife — Knives
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14. Common Errors in Conditional Sentences

Conditionals are tricky when discussing real or unreal
situations.

Examples:
. Incorrect: If I will see him, I will tell him.
. Correct: If I see him, I will tell him.
. Incorrect: If I knew her address, I will send the letter.

. Correct: If I knew her address, I would send the letter.

15. Relative Pronouns
Confusion arises with who, whom, that, and which.
Examples:

. Incorrect: The man which I met was kind.

. Correct: The man whom I met was kind.
