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Exclamation Points

Exclamation points show the intensity of emotions like excitement, surprise, or
frustration in interjections. For example:

« Wow! That was an amazing performance.
o« Oh no! I forgot my wallet at home.
« Yikes! That was a close call.

When you use an exclamation point, follow it with a space and a capital letter,
starting a new sentence.

Commas

Commas are used for softer emotions in interjections, keeping the sentence flow.
Examples include:

« Weaell, it seems like we made it on time.
« Oh, I didn't realize you were waiting for me.

In these cases, the interjection is followed by a comma and a lowercase letter
because it is part of the same sentence.
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
