1. Homophones

Definition: Words that sound the same when pronounced but have different
meanings and spellings.

Examples:

e Flour (used in baking) and Flower (a blooming plant).
e Sea (large body of water) and See (to perceive with the eyes).

2. Homographs

Definition: Words that have the same spelling but different meanings and
may or may not be pronounced the same way.

Examples:

e Lead (to guide) and Lead (a type of metal).
e Tear (to rip) and Tear (a drop of water from the eye).

3. Homonyms

Definition: Words that sound the same but have different meanings and
spellings. Homonyms include both homophones and homographs. They can
create confusion in spoken and written language because their meanings often
depend on the context.

Examples:

e Bat (an animal) and Bat (a piece of equipment used in sports like
baseball).
e Bank (the side of a river) and Bank (a financial institution).
